“Gills” 
One of many basking sharks that 

inhabit the Gulf of Maine.  Basking 
sharks can reach lengths of 30-40 
feet, but feed on tiny plankton! 

“Sunny” 
An ocean sunfish, one of the 

largest bony fish species.  Can 
reach 10’ in diameter! 

Other Local Marine Creatures 

“Ladder” 
A presumed male who is 
often seen with a friend! 

“Comet” 
Seen with her first 
known calf in ‘07! 

“Trigger” 
Named for dorsal fin 

shape. Had a calf in ‘07! 

“Fjord” 
Seen almost every 
year since 1996! 

“Pinball” 
Pinball is a mother to 5 

calves! 

“Owl” 
Female named for the 

pattern on her tail, 
which resembles an 

owl’s eyes. 

“Flask” 
A male first sighted in 

1981, Flask is our 
unofficial mascot! 

“Satula” 
Satula appeared in 2002 

missing his dorsal fin, 
but now seems healthy!.   

Humpback Whales… Big-winged New Englanders! 

“Stripes” 
Stripes represents the Atlantic 
white-sided dolphin, a popular 
sighting in the Gulf of Maine!
