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In 2021, Blue Ocean Society for Marine Conservation
volunteers completed 248 cleanups at 41 sites from
Boston, MA to Ogunquit, ME. The majority of
cleanups took place in Hampton, Rye, and York.

A total of 72,565 items were collected, weighing
3,951 pounds.
